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Happy New Year! Now that the festivities of Christmas are over (really?), we get 
back into the regular grind of our daily routine and tasks. However, the Feast of the 
Epiphany reminds us that our gaze should and must always be on Christ who 
manifests himself in innumerable ways. The story of the Magi touches our Catholic 
imagination. We print it on Christmas cards, sing about it in carols, re-enact it in 
pageants, and today, celebrate it in our liturgy. In some ways it symbolizes the 
journey each Christian must make.  
 

Three strange figures follow a star. Kings perhaps. More likely they are priests who observe movements 
of stars in the heavens. The ancient world regarded stars as signs of the supernatural, capable of affecting 
human destiny. In any case, the Magi go on a journey. It leads them to Bethlehem and to the Christ child.  
 
The Magi take expensive gifts. They expect to meet someone of cosmic importance. Instead, they meet a 
poverty-stricken child in a stable. Yet, the meeting is a moment of profound spiritual illumination. These 
givers-of-gifts are unexpectedly given a gift, the gift of recognition.  
 
This child is both their destination and their destiny. He is the ONE they seek. He is the light of the world, 
the revelation of God to humankind. Gold, frankincense and myrrh pale into insignificance compared to 
this gift of recognition.  
 
Images of privilege are reversed. The fabulously wealthy Magi are disarmed by the face of a child. This 
face reveals the face of God. A God who entrusts himself to humanity in openness, in simplicity, in 
vulnerability. A God who depends on human care and love, who shares in human pain and pleasure. This 
child reveals the ultimate source of meaning. Eureka! They have ended their quest. They bow down in 
adoration.  
 
The journey of the Magi is a journey from darkness to light, from ignorance to recognition, from material 
attachment to spiritual fulfilment, from doubt to faith. It is a journey of conversion.  
 
Each of us must make the same spiritual journey. Often we do not know exactly what we are looking for 
in life. As best we can, we seek authenticity and ultimate meaning. We follow our own interior lights and 
inspirations. But, ultimately, we know that we need to be enlightened by a light brighter than even our 
best intuitions.  
 
The Feast of the Epiphany, coming as it does at the start of a new year, is an opportunity to direct our 
inner gaze on the Christ child and allow him ‘to call us out of darkness into his own marvelous light’ and 
be given the gift of recognition by the One who is ‘the light of the world.’ The journey of the Magi is 
continued in each Christian.  So today, we too bow in adoration of the Christ child, of the God-made-
human who has come to live amongst us. We pray for the light of inner guidance to show us this mystery 
of faith. 
 

‘O star of wonder, star of night, 
Star with royal beauty bright, 

Westward leading, still proceeding,  
Guide us to thy perfect Light.’

Queen of All Saints School is grateful to you for supporting the advancement of Catholic school education. I 
am writing about a unique opportunity for Archdiocese of Chicago Catholic schools. The State of Illinois 
created a tax credit scholarship program through the “Invest in Kids” Act that is mutually beneficial to 
students and donors. It provides a 75 percent Illinois State income tax credit to individuals who contribute 
money to fund scholarships for students to attend private schools. Eligible students from low-income 
families in Illinois may use these scholarships to attend a non-public school of their choice, including the 
more than 200 Archdiocese of Chicago Catholic schools in Cook and Lake Counties. 
 
To increase the funds available for scholarships next year, several donors have partnered with the scholarship 
granting organization Empower Illinois and the Archdiocese of Chicago to create a matching gift pool. 
 
• Every dollar donated to this program through Empower Illinois between Dec. 1, 2019 and Feb. 29, 2020 

and designated to a school operated by the Archdiocese of Chicago will be matched with two dollars 
from this pool (limitations apply). The program will end when all matching funds have been depleted or 
on Feb. 29, 2020, whichever comes first. 

• A $5,000 donation will have a tremendous impact. With the 75 percent tax credit you receive on the 
donation and this match, it will have a net cost to you of $1,250 and will provide $15,000 in scholarships 
for low-income families. 

• After April 1, 2020, any matching gift program funds that are not awarded at a designated school will be 
reallocated to low-income students at schools with unmet demand. 

• Donors who would like to receive the tax credit for their 2019 taxes should begin the process prior to 
Dec. 16, 2019 to ensure they have enough time to make their gift by Dec. 31, 2019.
