We
are beginning to pay more attention to precautions and symptoms,
taking a closer look at estimations of risk for death from corona-
virus and case-fatality ratio, while those who have died from natural
causes or terminal illness seem like a forgotten statistic and we have
come to realize human mortality has no favorites.

u&‘f \ \ \‘ Death and dying is both ambiguous and mysterious. I have often
g % ° wondered how Lazarus, the subject of today’s gospel, would de-
\ é < scribe his death experience. Did he speak about it? What meaning

did he attach to it? Did he think it ‘scary’ and exercise cautious re-
serve in speaking about it? We simply don’t know. Lazarus’ silence matters little. Jesus himself
clarifies the meaning of this miraculous resuscitation of Lazarus. He announces, “I am the res-
urrection. If anyone believes in me, even though he dies he will live and whoever lives and be-
lieves in me will never die.”

The resurrection of Jesus is a portent of what God has in store for all who believe, and as
Christians, our ultimate hope is the ‘resurrection of the body and life everlasting’. The story of
Lazarus points towards this future!

A week after the 90th anniversary celebrations of our parish, I made an appeal at all the Mass-
es for an increase in offertory contributions. I used the phrase: Grateful to the past; mindful of
the present; hopeful for the future. I am grateful to all those who have responded to the appeal.
Mindful of the present situation, I appeal once again to your generosity to remember your Sun-
day contributions whether you can give online or drop off your envelope. I thank you in ad-
vance for your continued generosity and support. With faith that God is with us through all of
this I am hopeful for the future.

A note about our readings today -

As we approach Holy Week, our readings speak of a God who, in the midst of death, brings new life to the people.
In Ezekiel, we hear that God will open the graves of the people of Israel, who faced near extinction. In the Gospel
of John, Jesus gives new life to Lazarus in a manner that prefigures the resurrection of Jesus. Paul tells the Ro-
mans that in Christ, God will not only give life to our bodies after death, but God offers us abundant life here and
now. We observe that the external conditions for the people described in these readings did not radically change.
Israel was still in exile. Lazarus would eventually face death again. But now God'’s presence and power are re-
vealed. Even when our situation in life is difficult and perhaps not likely to change soon, we remember that the
Spirit dwells within us.
